Stephens City (Newtown Commons
and Old School sites) will be one of the
top three busiest locations during the
19th Annual Route 11 Yard Crawl on
Saturday August 10. Comprising a
total of 140 vendor spaces, only the
Shenandoah Valley Flea Market in
New Market (160 vendors) and the
Strasburg Emporium (150 vendors)
are busier.

The Chair of the Stephens City
Lions Club Yard Crawl Committee,
Dudley Rinker says that 100 vendor
spaces are available for rent at Newton
Commons at 5165 Main Street and
another 40 at the Stephens City Old
School complex at 5516 Main Street.
The cost is $25 per spot. Vendors can
join spaces if they require additional
room. Some vendors plan to hold out,
waiting to determine if the weather
will be suitable before renting.

and poured in pint size jars.
According to Rinker, “traditional
outdoor festival favorites are wood
fired pizza and BBQ, however creative

hot dogs and hamburgers continue to
sell well along with tacos and burritos.
“When it comes to sweets, old staples
are what is sought after such as Kettle
Korn, ice cream, funnel cakes and cot-
ton candy. Festival beverage choices
are orange drinks, lemonade, and
sweet and unsweet ice tea. The Lions
seek additional food vendors, whenev-
er possible, to enhance the yard crawl
experience.’

Rinker believes the Fall season is
overwhelmed with Shenandoah Val-
ley events. So, the Yard Crawl was best
suited for an early August date, as it is
a slow time before school starts, but a
perfect time for yard crawlers, tour-
ists, and visitors. Approximately one
third of the residents living on Ste-
phens City’s Main Street also set up on
front porches to sell their own wares.

homes,” said Lydia Mahan, who de-
scribes herself as a volunteer, but
wears several other hats as board
member, adoption coordinator,
trapper and foster parent. Added to
that, she helps with transport and
overnight care and is on the fund-
raising committee.

Lydia, when contacted by phone,
admitted that she currently has
the intense schedule of a new moth-
er. She is fostering nine kittens from
three litters, five of them only four
weeks old, and needing bottle-feed-
ing every 4-5 hours.

But they don't recommend that
for everyone, given that it’s a lot of
work.

“I'm already set up for it and have
been doing it for 30 years,” she ex-
plained. “We would be happy if

someone would foster even one lit-
ter! We have so many kittens right
now taken from the ‘field.”

When the caretakers who check
the traps bring in kittens that the
mother cat can’t take care of, they
work with them. The kittens she has

right now have mothers who have
been or will be spayed and are be-
ing cared for with food and shelter
by their caregivers.

“We may help them with on-go-
ing food and medicine,” she added.

Lydia believes that helping take
care of dogs, feral cats and kittens is
almost a social responsibility.

“If anyone can, it’s a really good
way to help the community, she
said. “A lot of people might think it’s
not necessary, or stupid, but anyone
who can help staunch any sort of
suffering should step up. It’s a good
way of giving back”

Also, she asks folks to please look
to rescue animals if they want a new
pet.

“I realize that many people want
purebred pets, but many shelters do
have purebred rescues, although less
so for cats,” she noted. “But they’re
trying to pick up the slack for cats”

Lydia said they work with local
organizations like the Winchester
area SPCA, Shady Paws, Homeward
Trails and Dakota’s Dream.

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Out of the elements and safe from predators, this contented kitten is
ready to be adopted into a loving home.

“We conference with and contact
them about kittens and use dona-
tions we get to pay them for spay
and neutering, and they will put
kittens on their adoption floor,” she
said. “We don’t have a brick-and-
mortar place. “All our volunteers
work from home.”

She talked about the years she
lived in Vermont and the system
they had for unwanted animals.

“There was a 24-hour drop-off
point that people could take dogs
and cats to at any time,” she recalled.
“But if we tried to implement that
here, we'd be quickly overrun”

So what they do here is different.

They have a system in place for
people who rehome kittens. When

kittens are brought in, volunteers
take care of them until they weigh
two pounds or are 8-10 weeks old.
Then they go to the clinic, to be vac-
cinated for distemper and rabies
and given treatment for fleas and
ear mites.

After all that, they go back to the
foster parents and from there, hope-
fully to a forever home.

“We're not eligible for state or
federal funds and no town has our
work in their budget, so we do fund-
raisers,” she explained.

For example, this fall there will be
a fundraiser at Winchester’s Vibris-
sa from 11-4 on October 13.

“Our money also comes from
donations in amounts like $25, she
