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Think you found a bear den? Please leave it alone!

While this pile of trees, Ilmbs, and
other debris left over from a storm
may not look too “homey,” it does
the trick for a black bear and her
cubs.

Fallen trees and debris make great
hiding spots!

As temperatures fall and food
sources become less abundant, many
bears in Virginia will enter a winter
den. Denning allows a bear to con-
serve energy when food resources are
limited. Movements and denning be-
havior vary greatly across regions of
the state depending on weather and
available foods. While the fall was fair-
ly mild and hard mast was abundant
in some areas, bears likely stayed out
a bit longer enjoying areas with abun-
dant food resources. As the tempera-
tures have plummeted and snow has
covered much of the state in January,
most bears have found a cozy den until
warmer weather arrives.

Black bears in Virginia will den in a
variety of places including brush piles,
trees (cavities within tree), rock out-
croppings, ground nests, debris piles,
and occasionally under porches or
unsecured crawl spaces. Not all black
bears den for the full winter season.
Often, black bears that enter a winter
den are females who will birth their

cubs in the den or females with year-
lings. Male black bears may den, but
generally do not stay in a den for the
entire winter due to the lack of ex-
treme cold weather and snow across
much of Virginia.

While many of us also slow down
for the winter, there are still ample op-
portunities that take us afield in bear
country. Whether enjoying a hike, cut-
ting firewood, clearing brush, small
game hunting, or doing other activi-
ties, you may inadvertently stumble
upon a black bear den. A female black
bear, particularly one who has cubs,
will likely remain at the den unless
they feel pressured to leave. Here are a
few tips to avoid disturbing a bear den
and what to do should a female leave
her den.

Tips to avoid a den
Avoid hiking in dense brushy thick-

ets or young cutover timber stands.
If you must work in these areas, be

mindful of brush piles, gullies with de-
bris piles, or storm damage areas with
thickets of limbs/root balls.

Always maintain your dog on a
leash to avoid a dog-bear encounter at
a den site.

When burning a brush or debris
pile on your property, look around the
entire pile for signs of digging (fresh
dirt, holes) or entry routes into the
pile.

If you notice large, excavated holes
or fresh trails into debris or brush
piles listen closely for the sound of
cubs from a distance of at least 30ft
away. They often emit a high-pitched
cry or “squall”

To prevent a bear from denning un-
der an occupied dwelling, ensure that
crawl spaces, mobile home underpin-
nings, and porches are closed and se-
cured prior to Dec. 1 each year.

Tips if you find a den

If you find a den on your property

While not the ideal spot (according to the homeowner), bears can even
make their winter den under porches or unsecured crawl spaces!

or while recreating, do not disturb it
or approach the area. Leave the area,
and if on public property, alert an em-
ployee of the location.

If you inadvertently flush a female
bear from a den, DO NOT approach
the den. Take a GPS point of the loca-
tion (or mark a nearby area with flag-
ging) and leave the area immediately.
If you have a dog with you, leash it and
keep it maintained on a leash as you
leave the area. Contact the Wildlife
Helpline at 1-855-571-9003 to report
the den location.

The practice of exchanging first

mass-produced paper lace Valentines
was created in America by Esther
Howland and these were sold shortly
after 1847.

Fall 2024-2025 Turkey Harvest Summary

Wildlife biologists with the Virginia
Department of Wildlife Resources
(DWR) have compiled harvest to-
tals for the 2024—25 hunting season.
While bear, deer, and turkey harvests
decreased slightly, statewide harvest
totals were remarkably similar to the
previous year. According to DWR

Use of the GoOutdoors mobile ap-
plication continues to gain popularity
with the majority (68.1%) of hunters
reporting their bear harvest through
this method. Telephone reporting
made up 21.6% of the harvest while
10.3% of bear hunters reported their
harvest using the internet.

Across all seasons in which hounds
could be used an estimated 66.8% of
bears were taken by hunters using
hounds during 2024-25. Preliminary
season estimates for the proportion
of bears harvested by hunters using
hounds were as follows: 3-day early
firearms season (40.6%), firearms
season (68.1%), and youth/apprentice
weekend (74.6%).

Virginia continues to provide di-
verse opportunities for a successful
bear hunt. For additional details on
black bear management in Virginia
please visit the DWR bear webpage.
Data presented in this summary are
preliminary and only include bears
killed during the regulated bear hunt-
ing seasons.

‘White-Tailed Deer

During the 2024-25 deer hunting
season, hunters reported harvesting
205,759 deer in Virginia, down just
0.4% from the 206,586 deer taken
during the same time frame the previ-
ous season. This year’s total included
101,238 antlered bucks, 665 bucks that
had shed their antlers, 13,019 button
bucks, and 90,837 does (44.1%).

The youth and apprentice deer-
hunting weekend resulted in a harvest

of 2,443 deer. Archery hunters took
14% of the total deer harvest while
muzzleloading deer hunters and fire-
arms hunters took 24% and 62% of the
total harvest, respectively. In counties
where dogs could be used to hunt deer,
52% of deer were harvested with the
aid of dogs during the general firearms
season.

The 2024-25 deer harvest was up
approximately 4% from the last ten-
year average of 198,398. The increase
in percent females harvested, up from
42.5% the previous year, should be
beneficial in helping to stabilize or
reduce deer herds on private lands
where desired. Currently, 51% of the
state’s deer management units (coun-
ties) are above population objectives,
45% are meeting the current objective,
and 4% are below current objective.

Data presented in this summary are
preliminary and do not include deer
taken during the late urban archery
or special late antlerless-only deer
seasons. Data also do not include deer
taken on out-of-season deer kill per-
mits, or those deer hit and killed by
vehicles. Annual deer harvest totals by
county dating back to 1947, including
the county-specific deer harvest totals,
can be found on DWR’s deer webpage
along with additional information on
deer management in Virginia.

Fall Wild Turkey

A total of 1,423 wild turkeys were
harvested in Virginia during the 2024-
25 fall turkey hunting season, just
slightly below the 2023-24 season total
of 1,443.

While Virginia’s turkey population
appears to remain robust, fall turkey
harvests have been declining for over
two decades. A recent DWR survey
of turkey hunters indicated that many
turkey hunters are choosing to save
their turkey tags for the more popu-
lar spring turkey season and that they
choose to pursue other game during
the fall.

In 2024, the productivity estimate
(2.1 poults/hen) was below the long-

term average (2.6 poults/hen) for the
third year in a row, but slightly up
from just 1.89 poults/hen reported in
2023.

Ask Stewart
Hi Stewart,

Where is the bent tree area in the
Shenandoah National Park?

- Cliff

The Bent Tree Area is a rock-climb-
ing destination near the Little Stony
Man overlook in Shenandoah Na-
tional Park. It’s known for its classic
climbing routes.

Speaking of bent trees, perhaps
you've been on a trail and seen a
crooked tree that almost seems like it
is marking the trail? If you have, you
might have noted they seem unnatu-

ral and out of place. The tree is bent
at sharp angles and often takes on an
unusual shape. The sharp angles and
unique shape characterize a human
design rather than the gentle curves
that one would expect from natural
forces like wind and weather.

Native Americans used these trees
to mark a network of trails. The trees
were also thought to mark sacred ar-
eas, locations of water and food, warn
travelers of danger or mark culturally
significant landmarks. The trees are
known by several names such as trail
tree, trail marker tree, signal trees,
thong tree or prayer tree.

Bent trees were originally saplings
that were purposely bent in the correct
direction for accurate trail navigation.
The bend of a baby hardwood tree
(typically a white oak) was secured
with items such as sinew, rawhide, or
vines. Alternatively, the saplings were
weighed down with dirt or rocks. The
tree would be left bent in the bent
position for about a year. After that,
the tie-downs were released. The tree
would then continue to grow with the
“elbow” pointing in the proper direc-
tion.

The practice of creating the bends
in the saplings did not kill the trees.
It did, however, change their develop-
ment. As the trees continued to grow,
the bends would sometimes touch

I have been teaching in Loudoun
County for over 20 years as well as liv-
ing in the same neighborhood as my
school. As such, I come across my for-
mer and current students almost daily,
and our lives intertwine seamlessly
within our small community. I had
the privilege of being the third-grade
teacher for both of the ice-skating Liv-
ingston sisters, who, along with their
parents, recently lost their lives in the
tragic crash over the Potomac.

[The American Airlines Flight 5342
collided with a Sikorsky UH-60 Black
Hawk Helicopter on January 29, killing
all 67 people aboard both aircraft.]

When I found out that they had
been involved in the accident and had
most likely lost their lives, I immedi-
ately had flashes of their faces, and
the echo of their young voices began
to run through my mind. I had never
experienced the loss of a student, and
the emotions that it brings are raw and
powerful. The fact that it was not one
student but two as well as both of their
parents— the loss of an entire family—
brings it to the level of horrific and un-
imaginable.

As 1, along with my school and lo-
cal community, mourn these tragic
losses, we are all trying to figure out
how to reconcile this with anything
that makes sense. I am choosing to re-
member the details of who they were
as humans— Alydia’s impish smile,
infectious giggle, and big personality,

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antlered elk licenses will be available
for this year’s hunt through the lottery
system. To apply, interested individu-
als can visit the DWR website or call
1-866-721-6911 for assistance in ap-
plying via phone.

Applicants are required to pay a
non-refundable fee of $15 for Virginia
residents and $20 for out-of-state resi-
dents. If selected, winners will need to
purchase a special elk license priced at
$40 for in-state residents and $400 for
out-of-state residents. It is important
to note that the special elk license is
nontransferable.

Winners of the elk hunting lottery
will be chosen through a randomized
computer drawing and will be notified
by May 30. Applicants can also check
the status of their application by vis-
iting their DWR GoOutdoorsVA ac-
count.

In addition to the five licenses avail-
able through the lottery, DWR plans
to award a sixth antlered elk license to
a conservation organization through
the Elk Conservation License Pro-
gram. The chosen organization will
then conduct a raffle for the license.
The Rocky Mountain Elk Founda-
tion was selected as the recipient of
the elk conservation license during
the past three years. In total over the
three years, they raised over $180,000
for habitat work that benefits elk and
other species in Buchanan County.
Further details regarding the winning
organization and raffle will be an-
nounced in spring/early summer 2025.

All revenue generated in applica-
tion fees and license sales for the Elk
Management Zone hunt will help fund
DWR’s management and conservation
of all wildlife.

BiSCOTTI ARE A DUNKABLE DELICACY

Cookies are a treat any time of the day, and many
find biscotti particularly appealing. These crunchy
cookies are equally at home with a morning cup of
coffee as they are with an evening mug of hot cocoa.

Biscotti are hard, crunchy, Italian cookies that are
baked twice. In fact, their name comes from the
Latin “bis,” meaning “twice,” and “coctus,” mean-
ing “cooked.” Although they can be enjoyed on their
own, their dry, crunchy nature makes them hold up
well when dunked into a beverage. Biscotti were even
once commonly dipped into red wine.

Though they might seem complicated, biscotti gen-
erally are easy to make. Try this recipe for “Semolina
and Almond Biscotti” from “Butter, Flour, Sugar, Joy”
(Sourcebooks) by Danielle Kartes.

Semolina and Almond Biscotti
Yields 12 to 16 cookies

cup sugar
cup melted butter

eggs

teaspoon vanilla extract

pinch salt

234 cups all-purpose flour

1 cup sliced almonds

12 cup semolina flour

1 teaspoon baking powder

Optional: 10 ounces dark chocolate to melt for

dipping

Preheat oven to 325 F. Line a baking sheet with
parchment paper.

In a stand mixer, cream the sugar, butter and eggs
until light and creamy, about 2 to 3 minutes.

Add the vanilla and salt. Mix to incorporate.

Add the all-purpose flour, almonds, semolina flour,
and baking powder. Mix until well combined, but don’t
overmix.

Turn the dough out onto the prepared baking sheet.
Pat gently to form one long loaf of dough roughly 14
to 16 inches long and 5 to 6 inches wide. Bake 30
minutes.

Remove the loaf from the oven and allow to cool 5
to 6 minutes before using a long knife to cut the loaf
gently into 12 to 16 cookies.

Lay each cookie on its side and bake another 20
minutes, flipping the cookies midway through.

Cool completely to achieve that signature crunch.
The centers will be a bit soft if eaten warm. These are
perfect for dunking in coffee, tea or hot chocolate.

Optional: Melt the chocolate in the microwave in
30-second bursts and gently dip half of each biscotti
into it lengthwise. Flip the biscotti chocolate-side-up
onto a sheet tray and allow the chocolate to set.

On Wednesday (Jan. 15), officers
executed multiple search warrants at
businesses and residences in the Town
of Front Royal and Warren County
along with a business in Prince Wil-
liam County.
